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I’m an Orthodox theologian, and 
I’m also a global trustee from Eu-
rope at the Global Council of the 
United Religious Initiative, which 
is the largest global interfaith grass-
roots network of like-minded or-
ganizations called Co-operation 
Circles. For me, interfaith dialogue 
is one of the solutions to this divid-
ed world.

That’s why in the beginning of the 
21st century, I met for the first-time 

people from the Church of Scien-
tology in Bulgaria and in Belgium. 

These people came in Bulgaria, 
with a helping hand to the society, 
to those in need. Those first Scien-
tology pioneers in Bulgaria decided 
to offer for free some of the Church 
of Scientology’s programmes that 
effectively address important social 
issues, helping those who need-
ed a cure in one or another area of 
their personal lives – firstly with a 
presentation of Narconon drug re-
habilitation methods, all drug-free, 
which combine a precise regimen 
that eliminates drug residues from 
the body with procedures to alle-
viate the mental and physical an-
guish connected with drugs. With 
some NGOs in Plovdiv and Sofia 
they informed young people and 
adults about drugs and drug abuse 
through their education and pre-
vention programme.

Secondly, in the jail of Plovdiv they 
organized a workshop on the pre-
cepts contained in the booklet “The 
Way to Happiness”. This was their 
program called Criminon, which is 

dedicated to addressing the caus-
es of criminality and restoring the 
criminal’s self-respect through ef-
fective drug detoxification, educa-
tion and common sense programs. 
For me, this is very much related 
to the integral ecology, which is a 
way to unify world religions and sci-
ence. Let’s to quote Pope Francis:

“The majority of people living on 
our planet profess to be believers. 
This should spur religions to di-
alogue among themselves for the 
sake of protecting nature, defend-
ing the poor, and building networks 
of respect and fraternity. Dialogue 
among the various sciences is like-
wise needed, since each can tend 
to become enclosed in its own lan-
guage, while specialization leads to 
a certain isolation and the absoluti-
sation of its own field of knowledge. 
This prevents us from confronting 
environmental problems effectively 
(…) The gravity of the ecological 

crisis demands that we all look to 
the common good, embarking on 
a path of dialogue which demands 
patience, self-discipline and gener-
osity, always keeping in mind that 
‘realities are greater than ideas’”.
(Pope Francis, Laudato si, n. 201)

The need to protect the creation 
of the creator is very important. 
And not only the material world, 
the earth, but also the ecology 
of the human soul. And I’m very 
happy that in this direction, their 
Holinesses Pope Francis and the 
Patriarch of Constantinople, Bart-
holomew, the first to be called the 
Green Patriarch because he’s very 
much involved in environmental is-
sues and work, are very active. And 
I’m also happy that in that work to-
ward integral ecology, my friends in 
Scientology are also very active, ef-
ficient and a force in bringing about 
cooperation between all religions.

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Dear friends, it’s a real pleasure 
to be here for the 46th anniversa-
ry of the Church of Scientology in 
Belgium. 

I remember when I was young, 
when I was a little kid, I used to see 
myself in the mirror. At that time 
I was not very tall, and I had to try 
to look at myself in the mirror. And 
I was asking “who am I?”. Many 
years have passed and the reflec-
tion in the mirror has been chang-
ing. It is not the same reflection as 
when I was a child, or when I was 
20, when I was 30, or 40. Now my 
hair tends to change color, but in 

a very nice way (joking). But all of 
you can realize this.

Who am I? I am not this body. I 
cannot be this body because I am 
still asking myself: Who am I? I 
may say: “I am”, but who “I am?”. 
I don’t say: I am the nose, I am the 
mouth. I say: this is my mouth, this 
is my hand, this is my leg. But who 
is the owner of the body? Who is 
the one who is claiming to be the 
owner? It is not something espe-
cially linked to the religious, it is 
common sense.

If you think about yourself, you 
can realize that there is something 
inside of you which is completely 
different from the body. So who is 
telling me that after this body will 
be dissolved, the one who is asking 
“who am I?” is going to disappear? 
Awareness is not stuck to the mate-
rial. We are separate. What is the 
difference between the man and 
the monkey? The spirituality. This 
is the only difference. Without 
spirituality, we are animals. Some-
times worse than animals. Because 
animals are following their own 

rules but a man without spiritual-
ity is without any rules. The reason 
you were facing so many difficul-
ties in starting your Church here is 
not only because you were new. It 
is because you defended the spirit-
uality of man. It is the same prob-
lem all over the world. You know, 
I became a Hindu when I was 27. 
Now I am 58. I met my spiritual 
master. He was Mahatma Gandhi’s 
secretary. We can say that my reli-
gion is one of the older religions in 
the world. Maybe the oldest one. 
But when I started in Spain, the 
police came to my temple trying 
to stop its construction. Who is 
the enemy nowadays? Who is of-
ten seen as the enemy? Those who 
are trying to change the character 
of the person for the better. Those 
who are trying to get people to see 

by their own selves. Those who 
say: “You are not here to buy or to 
sell. You are here to be happy.” 

You are here to be happy because 
happiness is the essence of your 
soul. There are many religions, 
of course, but you can see around 
you in the natural world: is there is 
only one kind of apple? No, there 
are many different types of apples. 
Flowers? Different fragrances, dif-
ferent tastes. The supreme law has 
many tastes. It is not limited like 
us. We can taste some flowers. We 
can dismiss something. But God 
is unlimited. So he has unlimited 
relationships. It is not a question 
of who is better than the other, it’s 
a question of who is having a real 
relationship with God, and who 
is without any link to God. It is in 
that way I appreciate so much what
